Eligible applicants must:
e Be a Tunisian citizen and currently reside in Tunisia;
e Be enrolled as a full-time, undergraduate, university/institute student in good academic standing
at the time of application at a registered academic institution in Tunisia;

o Eligible applicants must be in their second year of undergraduate education or
above. Students in their first year or final year of undergraduate study at the time of
application are not eligible to apply for the TJSP program.

e Be able to receive a U.S. J-1 visa;

e Be atleast 18 years old by July 1, 2025;

e Be committed to returning to Tunisia after completion of the program for a period of two years in
accordance with the United States Department of State’s J-1 visa regulations

e Be able to achieve a Duolingo English Test (DET) score of at least 100; and

o Complete the academic year prior to study in the United States in good standing with a
passing average (aka moyenne générale)
